We will receive our products 

for delivery on Nov 22nd, the Saturday before Thanksgiving. 

 

In Troop 222, our Scouts receive 100% of the profits from wreath and popcorn sales. All money earned is 

deposited in his Scout account and can used for summer camp, high adventure, monthly outings, dues, or 

related scouting gear.

There are 3 levels of participation: 

 

LEVEL 1 – Sales Territory 

This level is for the Scouts that are going to actively sell door-to-door with a fellow Scout in an assigned 

sales territory.  You can also sell to family and friends.  

 

Note:  If you take a sales territory and then do not sell actively or sell a very low volume, you will be 

charged $50, since we have other Scouts who could have sold there. 

 

LEVEL 2 – Family & Friends 

This level is for Scouts who will sell only to close friends and relatives. 

 

LEVEL 3 – No thanks 

This level is for those who do not want to participate at all. 

 

There will be a mini sales seminar at the Troop meeting on September 22
nd

; territories will be assigned at 

that time. During the selling period, we want the boys to learn some basic communication skills, create a 

plan, set goals, develop team spirit and have fun. They can even earn the Salesmanship Merit Badge.  For 

more information on this, please go to  

 

http://www.usscouts.org/mb/mb099.asp 

 

Please contact Mr. or Mrs. Camp for more information.
